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In 2004, in the village of Tung we met two young Christian friends who stood out to us.  Isaac and Philip both had a zeal 
and a passion for reaching the lost.  They both enrolled as students in our course.  Now in 2009, both have responded to 
the Lord’s call to ministry. 

Isaac was invited by the elders of Hahalis village to come and be their pastor and establish a church.  Now with Judith his 
wife, and his family of three children he is leading a fellowship of over 50 new Chris-
tians. 

 
Philip was invited to return to his home  village of Wakunai with Rahab and his family 
to pastor a new church in that area.

Jesus curse the fig tree?  Is it a big tree?  What does a fig look like? 
 
For us in Australia these questions are easily answered, if in fact we don’t already know these 
facts.  But what about people in isolated places with no access to encyclopaedias or other 
books, let alone the internet, and certainly no specialty stores that stock such items.  How will 
they ever know? 
 
Well these questions aren’t hypothetical, they were all asked during our time in Bougainville 
last year.  So this year we took some answers with us!

Sometime in the future we’ll have DVD stories covering these very 
issues, but this year we had photos – lots of photos of olive groves, 
olive trees, the bunches of olives, the leaves, the fruit ready for mar-
ket.  And we had a bottle of cold pressed extra virgin oil.  And what a morning we had!  We 
passed that bottle around the class and each one took a sample.  We told them to smell it, taste 
it, rub it on their skin.  This is the oil spoken of in so much of our Scriptures.  It was used as a 
medicine, inside and out, a refreshing rubbing lotion, for cooking, and for lighting.  And now our 
students had it in their hands!  When we were finished there was plenty of oil remaining, so Setti 
took it home and fried up cooking bananas in it for us all to enjoy. 

Next morning we repeated the exercise with figs.  The same kinds of photos, and a packet of 
dried figs.  (Yes, we declared it to PNG quarantine and were allowed to keep it.)  The students 
were amazed that figs are sweet.  They came back for more, declaring figs to be a desirable fruit.  
Then we used these experiences as a platform to discover together more of the truths hidden in 
God’s Word.

I was looking at the "tenner" or the "blue tongue" recently. 

The front features Australia's best loved poet, A.B. "Banjo" Paterson (1864-
1941). 

The back features Dame Mary Gilmore (1865-1962), noted for her patriotic 
poems and articles, whose most famous work is the anthology "The Wild 
Swan". 

The title of another of her poems, “No foe shall gather our Harvest” is featured 
in fine script just near the watermark. 

This patriotic poem was published in the 29 June 1940 edition of The Austra-
lian Women's Weekly, which of course was in the middle of World War II, and 
encouraged the thought that Australia would always be free. 

One of the verses reads: 
Our women shall walk in honour, 
Our children shall know no chain, 
This land, that is ours forever, 
The invader shall strike at in vain. 
Anzac!...Tobruk!...and Kokoda!... 
Could ever the old blood fail? 
No foe shall gather our harvest, 
Or sit on our stockyard rail. 

Apparently in the great old cattle days of Australia, the stranger (no one know-
ing who he might be) was entertained in the parlour, the friend being taken 
down to the stockyard to sit and yarn for as long as he wished. 

What is the foe doing right now in the current spiritual battle that is raging 
around us? Or haven’t you noticed? Is he gathering our harvest? Is he sitting 
where only friends should sit? 

In our efforts to equip the church in Bougainville we face several challenges 
and demands. The invader is striking at us. We need to put on the whole ar-
mour of God and having done all, to stand. Will you stand with us? 

A final thought! How about sending a “blue tongue” or two to Tehillah to fi-
nance the battle?
